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Supporting Information required for the submission of IMDG forms for Dangerous Goods Transportation

The numbering of below list is referring to the attached ‘Multimodal Dangerous Goods Form’ as per IMDG Code; 2002 Edition, Volume 1, Chapter 5.4/ 5.4.5/ 5.4.5.1, which may be used as a dangerous goods declaration/ packing certificate as it meets the requirements of SOLAS 74, chapter VII, regulation 4; MARPOL 73/78, Annex III, regulation 4.

The information required by the provisions of IMDG Code; chapter 5.4 is mandatory; however the layout of attached form is not mandatory but may be used as a template.

Further following needs to be mentioned on DGD/ PC whenever applicable:

- Mandatory requirements under applicable national and international governmental rules

- UN number (preceded by the letters ‘UN’, e.g. UN 1950)

- Proper shipping name. Information supplementing the proper shipping name

- technical name for ‘N.O.S’ and other generic descriptions (if applicable)

- empty uncleaned packagings and tanks: containments containing the residue of dangerous goods of classes other than IMO class 7 must be described as such by, for example, placing the words ‘EMPTY UNCLEANED’ or ‘RESIDUE LAST CONTAINED’ before or after the proper shipping name

- wastes being transported for disposal or for processing for disposal (other than radioactive wastes): for waste dangerous goods the PSN must be preceded by the word ‘WASTE’, unless same is already part of the PSN

- IMO classification

• Division of the goods (e.g. IMO class 4.1)

• IMO class 1: the compatibility group letter (e.g. IMO class 1.4S)

• Subsidiary hazard class or division numbers shall be entered following the

numerical hazard class or division and shall be enclosed in parenthesis (e.g.

IMO class 4.1 (6.1))

- Packing group (e.g. PG II) (if applicable)

- Elevated temperature substances

- Marine pollutants: If the goods to be transported are marine pollutants, the goods shall be identified as ‘MARINE POLLUTANT’; P = marine pollutant, PP = severe marine pollutant

- Flashpoint: If the dangerous goods to be transported have a flashpoint of 61C or below (in C closed cup (cc)), the minimum flashpoint shall be indicated in Celsius. (Because of the presence of impurities the flashpoint may be lower

or higher than the reference temperature indicated in the Dangerous Goods List for the substance).

- Initial boiling point (if applicable)

Further following must be stated on a DGD whenever applicable:

- Limited quantities

- Aerosols; if the capacity of an aerosol is above 1000 ml, this shall be declared in the transport document.

- Emergency response telephone number

For any dangerous cargo shipment customers are to be requested to provide a 24-hour emergency response telephone number. The emergency response telephone number is absolutely MANDATORY for USA, Canada, Thailand, Australia.

NOTE:

The emergency telephone number must include the international access code and the area code (e.g. +49 (Germany) 40 (Hamburg)).

Toll-free numbers (800-numbers) are not permitted, but can be provided as a supplement.

Shipper’s declaration:

I hereby declare that the contents of this consignment are fully and accurately described above by the proper shipping name, and are classified, packaged, marked and labelled/placarded, and are in all respects in proper condition for transport according to applicable international and national government regulations.

Container Packing Certificate:

I hereby declare that the goods described above have been packed/ loaded into the container/ vehicle identified above in accordance with the applicable provisions.

Following information/ special requirements have not been further mentioned but must be stated on the DGD/ PC whenever applicable:

- Total quantity of dangerous goods

- Substances stabilised by temperature control

(Incl controlled and emergency temperatures as per IMDG code 5.4.1.5.4)

- Self-reactive substances and organic peroxides

(Incl controlled and emergency temperatures as per IMDG code 5.4.1.5.5)

- Radioactive material

- Explosives

- Viscous substances

Further following additional documentation might be required:

- Special certificates (IMDG code 5.4.4.1) such as Weathering certificate, Charcoal, Fishmeal

- Exemption Certificate

- Competent Authority Statement for new self-reactive substances and organic

Peroxides 

- Competent Authority Approvals in case of e.g. exceptional segregation, exceptional packing

For US only:

- Reportable quantity (RQ)

- Toxic Inhalation Hazard Zone

- Exemption number

Sequence of the dangerous goods description (IMDG Code 5.4.1.4.2):

The dangerous goods description shall be shown either in sequence:

UN Number, Proper Shipping Name, IMO Class, Packing Group or in sequence: Proper Shipping Name, IMO Class, UN Number, Packing Group, with no information interspersed, except as provided for in the IMDG Code.

Unless permitted or required by the IMDG Code, additional information shall be placed after the dangerous goods description.

All dangerous cargo transport documentation must be in English and all details must be legible.
